Mayor

For Malmé and the planet.

As the Mayor of the City of Malmé, I commit Malm to the Mission 100 Climate Neutral Cities by
2030.

Just like the European Commission, we have recognised that current targets are challenging and
ambitious, but we need to go further and faster. Cities play a key role in the mobilisation of citizens,
businesses, civil society actors and academics in the creation of a just and equitable climate transition
and together we can go further and faster.

We were amongst the founding cities of Viable Cities and a first signatory in 2021 of the national
Swedish climate contract to become climate neutral by 2030. We demonstrate our resolve by steering
our annual investments of €4-500M per year to those areas that will meet the needs of the citizens and
give maximum climate and societal impact for a Just and equitable climate transition — For Malmé
and the Planet.

Malmé is fully committed to addressing the climate crisis as we at the same time address our
significant socio-economic challenges. Even if we have been awarded Sweden's Best Environmental
Municipality 2021 and three times earlier in the last decade, we still have much to do both from an
environmental and socio-economic development perspective. Malmé has made many of the easier
emissions reductions and is now grappling with more complex issues. Malmo has diversified its
economy but still has an unemployment rate almost double the national average and a tax-base to
finance local public spending just 87% of the national average (Stockholm has ¢.20% and Gothenburg
¢.5% higher than the national average). Therefore, it is essential to further integrate our work with the
climate and socio-economic transitions, to ensure that climate investments contribute to new
employment and improved lives for all residents of the city.

Our challenging journey

Malmd put sustainability at the heart of its development in the 1990s and has built on these early
successes through innovative partnerships with the private sector, civil society, researchers and
innovators to test, develop, learn, share and scale-up solutions. Together, we helped deliver our earlier
climate goal of a 40% emissions reduction by 2020 and a per capita decrease of energy use of 20% at
a time of significant population growth.

Malmo was the first city to fully integrate the UN SDGs as a governance and budgeting tool to help
identify synergies between policy areas. We also have mobilised expert groups such as The
Commission for Social Sustainability together with Sir Michael Marmot that have identified measures
to address social, health, educational and economical inequalities in which sustainable urban
development was a key focus area. Currently Malmg has launched a Commission Jor Sustainable
Economic Development that has climate change as a focus of its mandate.

During the migration crisis in 2015 Malm& showed leadership as the city, civil society and businesses
made a joint effort to help thousands of migrants seeking refuge and safety. But there is still much
work to be done to help our new residents to fully rebuild their lives and integrate in Malma.

The next step on our journey

Since the announcement of the climate-neutral city mission by the European Commission, Malmé has
worked to become mission ready. Climate Transition Malmé (our internal compass) is organised
horizontally through the municipal organisation to ensure a joined-up and dynamic approach and
mobilise expertise. We have developed a strong scientific base for our work with leading researchers,
and have an active co-creation process with businesses, civil society and residents (see Climate
Roadmap Malmg 2030 in Policy uploads). Our ambition is that our climate transition will be the
driver and enabler of a wider social and economic change.

We are increasingly working with building a more robust and cohesive city through densification,
more local employment opportunities and services and increased sustainable mobility and
connectivity. Improved schooling, stronger community services, improved public health are all
intimately connected with the local living environment and a high-density resource-efficient city can
provide some of the diversity and dynamic to support these processes.

Climate Contract Malma is part of a wider mobilisation with the first signatories from a number of
business sectors committed to the development of roadmaps for climate neutrality by 2030. In turn,
the City of Malmo commits to lead by example and support local partners to maximise the potential
of their initiatives. The signatories cover the full range of public and private companies, public sector,
academia and NGO’s in Malmé. These first signatories influence approximately 50% of current
territorial emissions in Malmé. Further they can create local carbon sinks equal to 30% of Malmg’s
yearly territorial emissions.

The first sector specific local roadmap has been developed - the Climate Neutral Building Partnership,
LFM30, in which over 190 local businesses in the construction and property sectors have joined
forces to ensure that their operations and projects in Malmo are climate neutral by 2030. This is an
ambitious programme where companies will develop their first climate neutral buildings by 2025 at
the latest. Other roadmaps are being developed for energy production and supply, circular industry
and society, mobility, carbon sinks and other areas. These roadmaps are expected to come online in
2022-23.

Together we are stronger

We are working closely with partners locally, regionally, nationally, across Europe and
internationally. We are developing ideas with the University of Lund to develop the Climate City
College to build capacity locally, but also globally through the university’s successful Massive Online
Courses. We are working with other cities and national government through the Viable Cities
platform to drive the transition in local government across Sweden.

We have much in common with other European cities both in our climate work and our socio-
economic challenges. We work actively in EIT-Climate KIC and through networks such as Eurocities
and the Union of Baltic Cities as fora for policy development with the European Commission. We
have signed international commitments and joined partnerships to steer our work forward such as the
Covenant of Mayors, EIT Climate-KIC, Green City Accord and Race to Zero.

We work with the Swedish International Development Agency on global projects, and I am proud to
be the Vice President of ICLEI and host to the [CLEI World Congress in Malmé in May this

year. All our international work is in line with our ambition to learn from others and share our
experiences to accelerate an equitable, just and prosperous climate transition at home and across
similar cities with similar challenges in Europe and further afield.

The 100 Climate Neutral Cities Mission will strengthen our local resolve, build our local capacity,
mobilise further resources, drive additional innovation and accelerate this process to achieve climate
neutrality 2030, by and for the citizens.

We have seen the potential of an increased vertical integration between local, regional, national and
European levels of governance and look forward to progressing this further together. In order to tackle
the joint challenges of the climate and socio-economic transitions, we need to redouble our shared
efforts at all levels to ensure that we have the support of all of our citizens and businesses to address
the challenges ahead. We look forward to work to achieve climate neutrality by 2030 in cooperation
with other cities in Europe and with the European Institutions.

I am therefore proud to sign this Letter of Commitment regarding the application of the City of
Malm to join the European Commission Mission initiative 100 Climate Neutral Cities by 2030.

Bakgrund

Europeiska Kommissionen har nyligen lanserat ett klimatstadskontrakt *Climate City Contract’
vilket hddanefter refereras till som EU CCC.

Kommissionen valt ut for att bli klimatneutrala och klimatsmarta till 2030 och dar Malmo ér en
av de utsedda stiderna. Kommissionen har uppmanat de utvalda stiderna att utveckla klimat-
stadskontrakt. Till grund for processen har Kommissionen anvant Viable Cities och det svenska
klimatkontraktet som modell. Kommunstyrelsens ordférande undertecknade i december 2020
Viable Cities ”Klimatkontrakt 2030”. Malmo stad kan nu som deltagande Mission stad for kli-
matneutralitet skicka in ansokan till EU CCC med deadline den 15 april 2023.

Vad innebar dtagande i EU CCC?

EU CCC har samma inneb6rd som det nationella Klimatkontraktet 2030. Nagot missvisande
kallas det kontrakt nir det egentligen handlar om en ambitionsforklaring av vad Malmé vill
uppna till 2030. Det ir saledes inte ett juridiskt bindande atagande.

Det finns inga fardiga mallar f6r vad EU CCC ska innehalla utan forslag pa innehall. Det ér tyd-
ligt ar att det behover innehalla en 6vergripande plan f6r klimatneutralitet inom alla sektorer
sasom energi, byggnader, avfallshantering och transport, tillsammans med tillh6rande investe-
ringsplaner samt processen for hur Malmé arbetar med dessa omraden. Det innebar att Malméo
inte behéver ha alla svaren nu utan ska kunna beskriva hur vi arbetar systematiskt och strukture-
rat fOr att kunna na malet om ett Klimatneutralt Malm¢ till 2030.

EU CCC bestir av tre delar:
1) Commitment
2) Action plan
3) Investment plan

I Malmos fall slas punkt 2 och 3 ihop i, Malmi’s Climate roadmap 2030, som ir det samlade doku-
mentet dir Malmés arbete beskrivs. EU CCC ar mer en klimatfardplan dn ett klimatkontrakt da
det har fokus pa att bade beskriva malen, nuliget och forflyttningen. Det dr tydligt att det EU
CCC ar under utveckling och att det 1 hogsta grad ar ett pagaende arbete. Det innebir en méjlig-
het f6r Malmo att kunna paverka innehallet, formerna och lyfta de behov Malmo ser for att
kunna stilla om till 2030. For extern finansiering ar LIFE programmet aktuellt och det kommer
finnas goda moijligheter f6r Malmo att s6ka medel som en del av EU CCC och dven da Malmé
ar en s.k. pilot city.

Rollfordelning

Miljoforvaltningen driver arbetet inom EU CCC med st6d av stadskontoret, extern finansiering
kommer att s6kas for att kunna vaxla upp arbetet. EU CCC kommer att docka in 1 6vriga klimat-
initiativ som drivs enskilt av forvaltningen samt dven forvaltningsovergripande.

Stadskontorets bedomning

I enlighet med klimatneutralitetsarbetet har nu EU CCC kommit Malmo stad tillhanda. Det lig-
ger 1 linje med det klimatarbete som bedrivs 1 staden och av milj6férvaltningen i synnerhet. Sig-
nering av Viable Cities klimatkontrakt stirker arbetet med EU CCC och samlat ligger dessa kli-
matkontrakt i linje med tidigare uttalade ambitioner. Att inga 1 EU CCC stirker dven stadens
mojligheter att soka extern finansiering for klimatarbetet. Da det inte medfér nagra ytterligare
kostnader inom ramen f6r det svenska klimatkontraktet sa ser inte stadskontoret nagot hinder
for attinga i EU CCC.

Stadskontoret foreslar kommunstyrelsens arbetsutskott att besluta enligt foreliggande forslag.
